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MINUTES OF THE THIRD ANNUAL CONVENTION
OF THE DIOCESE OF HAWATI

Friday, October §, 1971
Saturday, October 9, 1971

Assembled in St. Andrew's Priony School gymnasium on the eighth day
of October, 1971, the Third Annual Convention of the Diocese of Ha-
waii was called to onden at §:10 p.m. by the Bishop of Hawaii, the

RZ. Rev. E. Land Hanchett.

A quorum was declared present. The Bishop presented the §ollowing
tellens, who were duly approved by Convention:

The Rev. Guy H. Piltz was appointed as Assistant Secrnetary by the
Rev. Mr. Turnbull, which appointment was duly approved by Conven-
tion,

Prion to Zhe presentation of resolutions, a motion was made by the
Rev. Charfes T. Crane and carried by more than two-thinds of the
Conventdion, -that motions to zable orn amend resolutions not be enten-
tained until aften at Leasit ten minutes of debate.

The Chainman of the Resolutions Commitiee, the Rev. Malcolm Tunn-
bull, presented the following resolution:

At this time Convention came zo the end 04 the agenda. 1t was the
Wil of Convention that they proceed with the elections. The agenda
was so0 amended. The nominations were fo be made at this time, the
ba[tgtA prepared and elections would take place the following day,
Octoben 9.

Uiscussion ensued on youth being admitted to the Boand of Direc-
tors. A motion was called to submit this issue to the Constifution
and Canons Committee under the direction 04 Honace Greeley. This
was carrdied by Convention.

The Ven. Richard E. Winklen nequested that 4§ a youth be nominated
for any position to be voted on by Convention, that it be 40 speci-
fied on the ballot. This was done.

Convention was asked that nominations §on the Boanrd of Directons
Anclude the nominations from the Council and the ofd Board of DA-
rectons as prepared by the Nominating Committee. This was agheed
to by Convention.

It was announced that thenre would be an outdoon celebration of the



Holy Eucharist in the courtyard by the Cathedral folLLowing adfounrn-
ment. ALL were invited to attend.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 p.m.

The meeting was called to orden on October 9, 1971 at 9:30 a.m. A%
this time the teflfens distributed the ballots fon election.

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RESOLUTIONS AS PRESENTED AT THIRD CONVENTION

RESOLUTION |

Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, Canon XIX of the Diocese of Hawall provides for the establishment
of a Diocesan Council charged with the development, prosecution and review
of the program and mission of the Diocese and with general supervision of
the financial affairs of the Dlocese, and

WHEREAS, Article IV of the Charter of !ncorporation of the Church and Arti-
cles It and |11 of the By-Laws of the Church provide for a Board of Dlrectors
authorized to administer all of the property, money and funds of the Church
and exercise the corporate powers of the Church, and

WHEREAS, a duplication of effort and responsibility has arisen by virtue of
the above provisions, resulting in confusion and uncertainty which would be
eliminated by combining the two separate entities into one,

IT 1S THEREFORE HEREBY RESOLVED, as follows:

. That the Canons of the Diocese of Hawaii be amended to delete
Canon XIX in its entirety.

2. That the succeeding Canons be renumbered accordingly.

3. That the present Canon XV, Section I, be amended to delete the
reference to the Diocesan Councl| thereln.,

4. That the present Canon XX be amended to delete the reference to
the Diocesan Council In Section 2 thereof, and substitute In
lieu thereof the Board of Directors.,

5. That Article | of the By-Laws of the Eplscopal Church in Hawail
be amended to delete the reference to the Diocesan Council in
the second sentence thereof.

6. That the fourth sentence of Article | of the By-Laws of the Epis=-
copal Church in Hawaii be amended to read as follows:

The Board of Directors of that corporation known as "The
Episcopal Church in Hawali" shall consist of efghteen mem-
bers, in additlon to the Bishop or Coadjutor Bishop, of

whom four shall be clerlical members and fourteen lay mem-
bers and who shall be elected annually by the Convention

of the Church by the plurality rule. In the event that the
directors elected do not include any directors from each of
the counties of Kaual, Hawaii and Maul, an additional direc-
tor shall be elected for each of sald counties not otherwlse
represented, Nominations for such addltlonal directors shall
be restricted to clerical or lay members of the Episcopal
Church who are residents of the county in question,

7. That Article || of the By-Laws of the Eplscopal Church In Hawail
shall be amended by adding the fallowing provision thereto:

The Board of Directors shall establilish two standing committees
for program and finance. The chalrman of such committees
shall be members of the Board of Directors and the members
thereof shall be chosen to represent the various regions

and church program interests.

8. That Article |11 of the By-Laws of the Eplscopal Church In Hawali
shall be amended by adding the following provision thereto prior
to the last sentence of said article:

The Directors shali also have charge of the development,
prosecution, and review of the program and mission of the
Diocese, shall be responsible for the inltlation and de-
velopment of new work between Conventions, and for all
other functions heretofore the function of the Diocesan
Council,

RESOLUTION |1
Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, at the present time there are conflicting statements In the
Constitution and in the bylaws regarding the election of a Treasurer to
handle the funds of the Diocese. In the past the Treasurer of the Diocese,
elected by Convention, has also been elected Treasurer by the Board of
Directors. This is the only workable way since the duties assigned are
essentially the same.

WHEREAS, the proposal made in the resolution requires that this be the
case. |t is a simple change that can possibly prevent serious friction
in the future. The pertinent sections of the Constitution, etc, are as
follows:

1) Section |, Article X and Article X!I| of the Constitution
2) Sections | and 3, Canon XVII| and Section 4, Canon XIX

3) Articles IV and V of the Charter of Incorporation

4) Articles I, 11! and VI of the Bylaws

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Article Il of the Bylaws of the Eplscopal
Church in Hawaii be amended to read, in part:

At a time and place appointed by the Preslident, the Directors shall
meet and organize by the election of a Secretary, who must be a
Director. The Treasurer of the Dlocese shall serve as Treasurer
of the Board.

RESOLUTION 1t}

Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, this resolution serves only to clarify certain portions of the
Constitution and Canons. Article VII| provides for the presiding offlcer
at Convention and Article X! provides for the determination of a quorum
and voting procedures,

BE IT RESOLVED THEREFORE that Section |, Article VI of the Constitution
be amended to read in part:

"...and such Special Convention shall be organized In the
manner prescribed in Articles VII| and X| of thls Constitu-
tion,"
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Section |, Canon !V be amended to read in part:
"...the Convention shall be organized as provided by Articles
Vill and XI of the Constitution."

RESOLUTION 1V

Actlon Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, this resolution serves only to clarify certain portions of the
Constitution. It does, In addition, require what is now normal practice,
that is, notification of delegates of the business expected to come before
Convention. 1t does not mean that other business cannot come before
Convention,

WHEREAS, Article XX of the Constitution of the Diocese and Camon XXIV of
the Canons of the Diocese refer o "the circular letter provided for in
Section 2, Article V.," and

WHEREAS, Section 2, Article V, however, makes no mention of a "circular
letter" except when time and/or place of annual Conventlon is changed.,

THEREFORE BE |IT RESOLVED that Section 2, Article V of the Constitution
be changed to Section 3, Article V, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that new Sectlon 2, Article V shall be:

Every clergyman entitled to a seat, lay delegates and every con-
gregation entitled to representation in the Convention for whom
delegates are not known shall be notified by a circular letter,

at least 30 days previous to the time appolinted. This letter
shall specify the business to come before Convention. All matters
having to do with amendment to the Constitution or Canons shall

be mailed to delegates at least 30 days prior to Convention,

RESOLUTION V
Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, District Deaneries were established by resolution of the Diocesan
Council on April 12, 1970, on a provisional basis, pending formal actlon
by the Convention of the Diocese of Hawaii, and

WHEREAS, the Diocesan Convention at its annual meeting In October, 1970,
approved the continuation of District Deanerles for one year on a provi-
sional basis pending formal action by the 1971 Convention of the Diocese
of Hawaii, and

WHEREAS, District Deaneries serve a valuable function as a vehicle for
communication between parishes and misslions within the various Deaneries
as well as providing a vital source of communication between member
churches and the administration of the Diocese of Hawali, and

WHEREAS, District Deaneries have provided, and are providing, an effective
means of obtaining more meaningful and frultful lay Lnvolvement in the
affalrs of the Church, thus further democratizing the Church,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that District Deaneries, as established by the
Diocesan Council and subsequently provisionally approved by the Diocesan
Convention of 1970, shall be made an institution of the Diocese of Hawall
subject to utilization by the designated geographical deanery areas and
also further subject to future action by subsequent Diocesan Conventions,
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that an increased effort shall be made to Increase
the scope, activity and effectiveness of District Deanerles so as to
enhance their role as a democratic institution within the Church, and In
particular in those areas where the District Deanery concept has falled
to take firm root,

RESOLUTION V!
Action Taken: Passed
WHEREAS, by resolution of this Convention, the function of the Board
of Directors and Diocesan Counci| have been combined and are to be

performed by the Board of Directors, and

WHEREAS, minor references to the Diocesan Council remaln in the Consti+tut!lon
of the Diocese of Hawaii,

IT IS THEREFORE HEREBY RESOLVED, as follows:
I. That the reference to the Diocesan Council in Article X, Section 2

of the Constitution be deleted and the Board of Directors substi=-
tuted therefor so that said section shall read as fol lows:

Section 2. In case of the death of the Treasurer, or of his
inability to act, the Board of Directors shall appoint a
Treasurer upon nomination of the Bishop,

2, That the reference to Diocesan Council contained in Article Xtl,
Section 8, of the Constitution be deleted.

3. That the reference to the Diocesan Councl! contained In the last
sentence of Article X!V of the Constitution be deleted and the
Board of Directors substituted therefor so that said sentence shal)
read as follows:

In case of the death of the Registrar, or of his inability

to act, the Board of Dlrectors shall appoint a Registrar
upon nomination of the Bishop.,

RESOLUTION V1|

Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, this Convention has met for the purpose of electing members of
the Church to serve in a number of positions within the Church, and

WHEREAS, adoption of the plurality rule In these electlons would greatly
simplify and expedite the selection of these persons,

IT IS THEREFORE HEREBY RESOLVED that for the purposes of this Conventlon
all balloting shall be conducted in accordance w!th the plurality rute
and the candidates or nominees for the position or office In question,
up to the number required, who recelve the highest number of votes shall
be declared elected.

RESOLUTION VI I
Action Taken: Passed

WHEREAS, the General Conventlon of the Protestant Episcopal Church,

United States of America, has canonically required the creation of a
Commission on Ministry in every Diocese or Misslonary District (Title (11,
Canonl),

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Third Annual Convention of the Episcopal
Church in Hawaii repeals the existing Canon V (of a Board of Examining
Chaplains) and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following Canon V be adopted for insertion
in the Canons of the Episcopal Church in Hawail:

Section |

There shall be a Commission on Ministry consisting of clergymen and
lay persons canonically resident in this Diocese, not less than

seven or more than fifteen members, annually appointed by the Bishop
and confirmed by the Annual Convention. Their term of offlce shall
be for one year or until their successors are duly appointed and
confirmed. Should a vacancy occur between Conventions, I+ may be
filled by appointment of the Bishop and conf!rmed by the Standing
Committee unti! the next meeting of the Convention.

Section 2

The Commission on Ministry may adopt rules for Its work, subject

to the approval of the Bishop, provided the same are not inconslstent
with the Canons of the General Convention and the Dliocese.

Section 3

The Commission on Ministry shall assist the Bishop In matters
pertaining to the enllstment and selection of persons for Ministry;
in the guidance and pastoral care of all Postulants, Candidates

for Holy Orders, Deacons, Deaconesses, 1f there be such, and
