"shrine" to Di's memory. The torch of freedom has become for many, especially the young, a 

symbol for freedom of the 21st Century which they perceived in Princess Di. Whether the torch 

in the Place d' Alma will become a positive or negative symbol or icon is yet unknown. It'is still 

too early to say. But it will probably become like the Texas Book Depository in Dallas, Texas, 

the place from which President John F. Kennedy was shot. It will be a place that people will visit 

to remember and recall the events of August 30, 1997, and the person of Princess Di. 

For the church, the community of the baptized, our symbol has been, is, and will 

always be the cross of Jesus Christ our Risen Lord and Savior. That sign of Roman domination, 

shame, death, and degradation was transformed by the victory of Christ over death. The cross on 

Gologatha was transformed by the empty tomb. The cross of Good Friday becomes the cross of 

Easter through the redemptive love of God. The loving redemptive power of God transformed 

the sign of death into our sign of hope, life eternal, and victory. Throughout the history of the 

Church the cross has been a sign worn by the baptized with pride and in faith, even unto death. 

Since Constantine's vision of the cross with the letters, "!HS" (In Hoc Signo), the cross has often 

been carried as a symbol of conquest, contrary to the life and ministry of Him who died on the 

cross for our salvation. The cross of the Crusades, the Inquisition, and the Conquistadors, 

proclaimed a message of domination and triumphalism over native peoples, not the Good News of 

a Risen Christ who brings hope and joy and life. Triumphalism and domination were not the 

message and ministry of Jesus, the suffering servant. The words to Hymn 473 in Hymnal 1980, 

"Lift high the cross", describe the meaning and importance of the cross as a symbol of faith, love, 

redemption, victory and unity in the Jesus the Servant Messiah. 

I believe that the forebearers of our Diocese, Queen Emma, Kamehameha IV, and 

Bishop Thomas Staley, recognized the importance of the cross as the symbol and sign of our faith 

and identity as the people of God in Hawaii when the motto of our diocese was adopted. "He 

Lanakila Ma Ke Kea", translated as "Victory through the Cross", or "Triumph through the 

Cross", proclaims a Gospel of Hope. The cross of St. Andrew symbolizes dedication and 

servanthood ministry of our Queen Emma, Kamehameha IV and Bishop Staley. The cross of 

Jesus Christ was to be the symbol of hope and reconciliation for the people of Hawaii, not the 

sign of shame and secular domination of Roman Imperialism. 

During the past year I have traveled throughout our diocese to "reconnect" with 

congregations and members. I became aware of a symbol that has, in my opinion, stands contrary 

to the Cross of Christ Jesus. That symbol is represented by the letters "EHH". "EHH'' has 

replaced "!HS" as the sign for many of the community of the baptized. 

For some, EHH has been and continues to be symbolic of their Wilderness journey. 

Like ·the tribes ofisrael they search for the Promised Land where the loan will be paid, 

assessments reduced, programs fully funded and the Diocese emerges triumphant over our

enemies who would keep us from the "land flowing with milk and honey". As the people of Israel 

recalled their days in Egypt as they struggled through the desert, many reminisce about the "good 

times" before EHH and resent that we crossed the Red Sea into the desert. Manna and quails are 

not enough. There is never enough. A theology of scarcity and a parochial survivalist perspective 

permeates their lives and their community of faith. And the question is asked, "how long do we 

wander in the desert ofloan repayment and legal fees?" Is our Moses named Chang? Or, do we 

seek another? And there are even some who would stay in the wilderness and not open 

themselves to the power of God in Christ Jesus to transform their lives as God transformed the 

cross from a symbol of death to one of life. 

For others EHH is their Babylonian Exile. It has been a time of separation from 

the community of the baptized. There is a sense of alienation and hurt. EHH has made them 

outcasts from the church they love. Like the people oflsrael on the banks of the Tigris and 

Euphrates, they cannot sing in that strange land outside their community of faith. They long to 

return. They seek restoration. They long to sing again the Lord's sortg. And yet, they wonder if 

they will find welcome. They ask who will send them the invitation to return. Is there a prophet 

who will proclaim welcome and return from EHH as Jeremiah and the prophets did from 

Babylon? Will there be a modern-day Nebuchadnezzar who will liberate us and send us home? 

The Exodus lasted forty ye1,1rs. The Babylonian Exile was longer. EHH has been 

with us since 1994, nearly four years. How much longer will the Exodus and Exile ofEHH keep 

us from the freedom to be faithful disciples of Jesus Christ? 

Sisters and brothers in Christ Jesus, as your bishop, let me say to you that it is time 

for our diocese to move forward. It is time to move beyond EHH ... time to "hele on" .. .Imua! We 

cannot continue to live in the past as captives and exiles ofEHH. It is time to recapture the cross 

as the symbol of our mission and ministry and move forward as the community of the baptized. 

The cross of Jesus Christ must replace EHH as the standard and beacon in our diocese. We must 

leave the Wilderness. We must return from our Exile. We must welcome home the outcasts. We 

must return to being the church, the community of the New Covenant whose mission is to restore 

all people to unity with God and each other in Christ, carrying out that mission through the 

ministry of all our members. 

I make these bold and brash statements from a strong sense felt as I have moved 

through the diocese during the past year. I firmly believe that a large majority of our diocese 

seeks to move on and discern a new vision for our Diocese of Hawaii. Many have already made 

the decision to seek that vision and to discern God's call for them and their congregations. They 

have begun to move from thinking that the mission and ministry of the church cannot proceed 

becau;e ofEHH, to a new perspective of discerning God's call which challenges and gives hope. 

They are recognizing that they have the faith in Jesus Christ and resources to exercise ministry

Adjournment of the Annual Meeting of the Convention 
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4. The setting up of the Shared Travel Expense Fund for the 1997 diocesan 
convention has been accomplished. All delegates (through their clergy) are 
required to request for airline coupons from Nancy Minuth. 

5. Budget Area Meetings on the 1998 Budget were held on four islands at seven 
different locations. Suggestions and comments from each meeting were recorded 
and reviewed by the Diocesan Council. A Budget has been approved by the 
Diocesan Council to be presented to the Diocesan Convention. Requests for 
· funding were high and, since income sources were limited, budget balancing has 
been difficult. The rate of Assessments stands at 25% (same as 1997). 

6. In February 1997, we had a Treasurer's Workshop that was very well attended by 
our church treasurers. The workshop covered tax issues, budgeting, investment 
portfolio, employment issues, treasurer's duties and responsibilities and insurance 
issues. 

7. The Finance & Real Estate Department worked hard to complete the drafting of 
the "Audit" (limited testing) Program for Parishes and Missions. We provided 
two training sessions for the volunteers of this pilot program. There are ten audit 
teams of two individuals each and they are assigned to audit 20 churches. We are 
grateful for these volunteers. 

8. During the year the Finance Department spent a lot of time in reviewing managers 
for our investment-portfolio. Our investment portfolio had grown to $16 million 
and we saw· a need to have more than one manager to improve diversification and 
investment results. After determining our investment objectives and appropriate 
asset allocation guidelines, our next step was to evaluate and hire managers whose 
specific expertise is appropriate to our objectives. We completed the manager 
search in September 1997 and we now have four managers. 

9. The Compensation Committee met several times during the year to review the 
Clergy Compensation Schedule. Changes were made to application policy #I 
which addresses the computation of years of service number, which is used to 
negotiate compensation. Please read the Compensation Schedule for details. (See 
Resolution #3) In addition, the Committee met with an employee benefit 
consultant to review income replacement (short-term disability) plans. The 
Committee moved to use the Church Life Insurance Income Replacement Plan 
and this change is included in the Clergy Compensation Schedule, The annual 
cost for this plan is $300. 
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10. During the year members of the Diocesan Stewardship Education Committee 
visited churches to provide training in implementing their stewardship program. 
Please call Frank Embree or me if you need any help in training and 
implementing your stewardship program. 

11. During the year, I worked with new treasurers advising them of various matters, 
namely taxes, accounting and audit, investments, parochial reports, etc. 

12. During the year we held lay pension workshops (upon request from 
Churches/Schools) to inform and update employees and employer representatives 
about the plan and the investment vehicles available. 

Nancy Minuth and I would like to thank the treasurers, wardens and clergy whose work, 
cooperation and goodwill have helped us in our work. Many thanks also to the members 
of Diocesan Real Estate and Finance Department, Diocesan Compensation Review 
Committee, Diocesan Stewardship Education Committee and Diocesan staff.

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" Description of Income & Explanation of Significant Variances 
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Assessments: The assessment for 1998 is 25% and is based on each congregation's 1996 

operating income. Historically, the total assessment has been: 

1993: 23% 1994: 23% 1995: 26% 1996: 25% 1997: 25% 

Investment Income: Income from the Portfolio (Unrestricted) and the Von Holt Fund represent a 6% 

total return distribution. To cover .expenses we are budgeting an additional one-time 1 % distribution 

for 1998 above the 5% distribution taken in 1996 and 1997, for we anticipate higher returns. Also in 

1997 we are withdrawing an additional $150,000 from the Von Holt Fund to cover expenses. Income 

from the Portfolio (Restricted) is primarily from the Episcopate Endowment Fund. The distribution is 

limited to the expenses related to the Office of the Bishop. The distribution is approximately 5.5%. 

The diocese is the beneficiary of the investment income from the Parke Trust, Valvon Fund and 

Catton Fund, The Catton Fund is restricted by the donor for use by retired church workers. 

Rentals: Apartments: This is the rental income from the Diocesan-owned apartments at Queen 

Emma Square. The budgets reflect a 3% increase. 

Rentals: Parking: This income is largely from the Priory's rental of parking spaces in the parking lot 

behind the Diocesan offices. Our new agreement effective 1/1/98 provides for an annual increase 

based on the Honolulu Consumer Price Index.at December 31, 1996. 

Interest: This represents the interest on Diocesan cash and short-term investments. 

Chronicle Donations: This represents income from the annual appeal to assist in the publication of 

the CHRONICLE/Episcopal Life. 

Miscellaneous: This represents miscellaneous gifts and other income and includes tuition income 

from Diocesan Institute programs.

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The Department of Church in Society oversees the work and ministries that reach out beyond the congregations into the life of the 

larger community. The Department also oversees the Episcopal Charities, until sufficient lead gifts are received to establish a separate 

foundation. The Episcopal Charities fund balance was $6,110 as of 3/31/97. 

Hawaii Council of Churches 
The Department believes that TECH needs to continue financial support for this ecumenical effort. 

Ecumenical Program 
The Rev. Vince O'Neill continues to take the lead in this program. Funding will be used for travel expenses to an ecumenical program 

on the mainland. Fr. O'Neill will be asked to make a presentation to the Diocese about his experience. 

AIDS Advisory Committee 
Unfortunately, the Hawaii Council of Churches has suspended this Episcopal ministry that was started by The Rev. Frech and Bishop 

Hart, The Department wishes to continue this valuable ministry but Is unable to find anyone to take the lead. Consequently, we 

provide no money for this committee In 1998. 

Clergy/Parishioner Assistance Program 
This is a new ministry being proposed by the Department. The monies will be used to: (1) provide training for clergy on substance 

abuse, spousal abuse and other topical issues; (2) provide clergy with an employee assistance program; and (3) provide 3-4 

congregations with a parishioner assistance program, which will be a free, voluntary and confidential counseling program for any 

parishioner who goes to the program individually or is referred to the program by the priest. Of course, it is not the intent for this 

program to supplant clergy counseling; it is meant to supplement it. The Department's goal is to use next year as a trial period; if the 

program works, Wf' will encourage other congregations to join and to share in the cost. Eventually, the congregations will pay for their 

own program cost. 

Ministry for Faith, Justice and Equality 
This is a new ministry being proposed by the Department. Its purpose is to educate the community about Christian values from the 

Episcopal tradition of Inclusiveness. Parishes will be asked to "adopt" this ministry, which will go hand in hand with the anti-racism 

ministry already active in the Diocese. The monies are anticipated to be used to sponsor an anti-hate and anti-racism community 

workshop. 
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MINISTRY OF COMMUNICATIONS illJOOfil~u 
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Production and Delivery 
This represents the cost to produce the Hawaiian Church Chronicle and purchase the Episcopal Life 

newspaper. 

Information Technology 
Information Technology has become an essential part of the Communications Department. This 

figure includes the E-mail cost for the Chronicle, the operating costs for the <episcopal@aloha.net> 

network, a Diocesan-wide "hook-up", computer programs/software, and commun'ications workshops. 

The 1996 & 1997 costs is included under Production and Delivery. 

Travel 
The figure of $3,500 for travel is roughly the same as this year's figure. It allows people living on 

islands other than Oahu to be members of the Department, attend meetings and work for the 

Department. 

Note 
Because the Communications Department is no longer just "The Chronicle," but incorporates a wider 

sphere of communications including electronic media, PR, Radio/TV relations, and general 

communications throughout the Diocese, the budget reflects this change. 
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MINISTRY TO RETIREES 

Pension Supplements 
This portion of the budget subsidizes the pensions and benefits received by certain retired persons or 
their surviving spouses because the pensions they receive are based on compensation earned when 
Hawaii was a Missionary District and salaries were quite low. 

The 1998 budget reflects a 3% increase as recommended by the Compensation Review Committee. 
No new retirees will be added to this supplemental plan as current retirement programs have been 
adequately addressed. The decrease in the 1997 and 1998 budget is due to a reduction in the 
number of retirees receiving benefits. 

Medigap Program 
In addition, the Diocese subsidizes a portion of the Medigap insurance benefits to eligible retired 
clergy and their spouses. The increase in the Medigap program cost is due to an increase in rates 
and number of participants. 

The Medigap program amount is restricted to two times the annual income from the Catton Fund.

This constitutes the compensation and benefits received by our Diocesan Bishop. Our Diocesan Bishop came on board October 15, 
1996, 

Travel & Continuing Education 
This includes inter-island travel (parish visitations, deanery & clericus meetings, search & vestry consultations, & other meetings), 
mainland travel (House of Bishops' meetings), spousal travel, continuing education and other unanticipated travel. 

Election Process Fund 
This fund was established to accumulate monies for electing a new bishop. The total cost for our election process (search, election 
and moving costs) amounted to $127,171. It is financially prudent to make annual allocations. The current balance approximates 
$8,000, 

General Convention Travel 
This represents the annual allocations for the travel and meeting costs for the Bishop to attend the General Convention held once 
every three years. 

Lambeth Travel 
This accumulates funds to help make it possible for the ·Diocesan Bishop to attend the worldwide Lambeth Conference of Bishops held 
every ten years. The current balance approximates $23,000. This amount is adequate to cover the cost of the 1998 conference, 
estimated to cost $10,000. No funding is budgeted for 1998 because the projected growth of the balance of the unused fund available 
after the 1998 conference is adequate to cover the 2008 conference.

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EHH Interest and loan fees 

Episcopal Homes of Hawaii Inc. (EHH) 

Principal and Interest 
As of May 31, 1997, the terms of the. EHH debt with the bank is interest only at 9% (1/2% above prime) and the loan 
matures on 1/31/98. The debt service for 1997 is based on a loan amount of $2.75 million, interest only at 9%. The 
principal payment although may not be required is included for prudent financial management. The 1998 budget is based 
on a loan amount of $2.7 million less budgeted principal reductions ,interest only at 9.25%. 

Legal Related Expenses 
This represents attorneys fees and costs and litigation r.elated expenses relating to the $4 million EHH loan guarantee. 

St. Philips 
Our plan is for the subsidy to continue until the loan principal is reduced to $650,000. This will be accomplished by 
December 31, 1997. Accordingly, there is no diocesan subsidy for 1998 thereon. The rental income is adequate to 
service the debt. 

Ing Gift Restoration 
We received a $1.3 million unrestricted gift from the Mary Ing Trust in 1994. We allocated $1 million of the Ing Gift as a 
lead loan to begin a fund drive to repay the EHH debt, & allocated $300,000 as a loan to restore St. Barnabas' building 
fund. (See explanation below.) The $1 million loan will be repaid as soon as the fund drive exceeds the outstanding debt or 
as a second draw against any receipts from insurance claims. (The first draw being used to pay off the EHH debt). The 
$52,000 budget represents the projected appreciation (4%) on the Ing Gift, if the $1.3 million was invested in the Diocesan 
Portfolio. The Diocesan Council has deferred commencement of repayment of the Ing Endowment until January 1, 1999.

We have all heard 

the history of the chosen people in their quest for the 

· promised land. We are familiar with their wrong turns and 
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determine what we have learned from our Wilderness 

Journey to the city limits of Babylon. We can then 

transform our fear of change into a process that builds up 

rather than tears down. 

There is no more place for finger-pointing. There 

is no more place for scapegoating. There is no more place 

for attribution of blame. It is time for us to answer the call 

to the ministry of reconciliation and healing. Jesus did 

indeed come among us that we might be reconciled with 

God. Even during our Wilderness Journey he never 

·abandoned us. It is time to return the cross of Christ to the 

head of our diocesan procession and embrace faith, hope 

and change as our watchwords. We must restore the 

diocese to a community of the New Covenant whose 

mission is to restore all people to unity with God and each 

other in Christ, carrying out that mission through the 

ministry of all our members. 

Our bishop has spoken prophetically. He has 

shown us the new vision he has seen in the eyes of our 

people. He has offered a challenge of hope, of promise, 

and of new life in Christ. He has drawn the roadmap that 
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In our deliberations during this convention, let us 

begin the journey back from Babylon. We have recognized 

the problem. We know the solution. Let us begin!

No Parish or Mission which shall have failed to pay any assessment 

properly levied upon it for the preceding fiscal year by the 15th day subsequent to the end of 

such fiscal year shall be entitled to representation in the Convention; provided, however, that 

the lay delegates representing such delinquent Parish or Mission may be admitted to seats and 

votes by the vote of the Convention upon the payment in full of such existing delinquency, or, 

by a majority vote of the Convention upon the report and recommendation of the Diocesan 

Council. The Treasurer of the Diocese shall report all such delinquencies to the Committee on 

Credentials no later than ten days prior to the day on which the Convention convenes, and the 

Committee shall report the same to the Convention in its initial report to certify the presence 

ofa quorum.

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. A sub-committee on indigenous liturgies of the Standing 
Liturgical Commission met in San Francisco in May. Malcolm Chun 
represents Native Hawaiians on this sub-committee. 

On Sunday, July 6, Darrow Aiona and Malcolm Chun visited 
Native Hawaiians at St. Philip's, San Jose, for a Hawaiian 
eucharist and lunch reception to further CONHM's relationship with 
this group. 

Six Native Hawaiian delegates - Darrow Aiona, Malcolm Chun, 
Charles and Pua Hopkins, Linda and David Sproat - participated in 
the Anglican Indigenous Network (AIN) meeting in Lethbridge, 
Alberta, Canada in July along with American Indian/Native Alaskan, 
Native Canadian, Maori and Australian Aboriginal/Torres Strait 
Islander delegations. Among the matters dealt with were the 
establishment of a network of administrators in indigenous 
theological training programs, issues surrounding the authority and 
jurisdiction of indigenous bishops, and native spirituality. 
Position papers on the last two subjects will be presented at the 
next bi-annual meeting of AIN in Spring 1999 in Hawai'i. 

The Native Hawaiian Ministry Study Program (NHMSP) offered two 
courses in the Fall: Using Rite II Eucharist in Hawaiian and Native 
Ministry Leadership through the Life and Times of an Indigenous 
Bishop. Courses offered in the Spring included The Meaning of 
Existence, The Duality of Being Indigenous: Christianity and 
Traditional Native American Culture, What does it mean to be an 
Anglican and Indigenous: Reflections on Church History and 
Theology, and Reflections on a New Translation of the Book of 
Genesis. 

Ka Papa Anaina Hawai' i O Kristo (Native Hawaiian Community of 
Faith) has submitted all necessary documents for certification as 
a religious Community of ECUSA to the chair of the House of 
Bishop's Committee on Religious Communities. Bishop Chang has 
endorsed Ka Papa's application and has accepted the invitation to 
be its Bishop Protector. The Community celebrated its patronal 
feast day commemorating the lives of Kamehameha IV and Queen Emma 
on November 24, 1996 in St. Andrew's Cathedral with an induction 
service ·and Hawaiian language Eucharist. A lu 'au dinner in Davies 
Hall followed the service. In 1997 Ka Papa gathered together in 
February, April, May and August · for services of induction and 
profession, community building and planning at St. Mark's and St. 
John's By-the-Sea. There are now thirty members of the Community 
who are looking froward to more services, language and cultural 
learning experiences and projects. 

The Rev Tom Van Cul in is CONHM' s missioner to the incarcerated 
where he counsels approximately twenty-five inmates each week. Of 
~he 25, 18 are Native Hawaiian, 5 are Pacific Islanders, and 3 are 
from the 48 contiguous states.

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Ecumenism 

This year as a diocese we were able to participate more fully on a 
national level. In April I attended the National Workshop on Christian 
Unity in Sacramento. More than 300 participants from various 
Christian traditions attended the five days of dialogue and 

interdenominational sharing. 

Of particular importance to the Episcopal Church was a 
comprehensive updating of the status of our inter-church relations 
with those churches with whom we have official dialogues; namely, 
Methodist, Oriental Orthodox, Orthodox, Reformed, Roman Catholic, 
Reformed Episcopal, Polish National Catholic, and COCU (Consultation 
on Church Unity) - a dialogue among nine Christian Chlirches. 

~ . 
Special attention was given to the proposed Concordat of Agreement 
between ourselves and the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, 
which proposed full Inter-communion and recognition of one another 
as sister Churches. Cautious optimism was expressed by the 
representatives of both traditions that the Concordat would receive 
approval by both Churches at their respective Conventions in July and 

August. 

Our Church approved the Concordat In Philadelphia in July. The 
Lutheran Churchwide Assembly, which required a 2/3 approval of the 
Concordat failed by just six votes of the thousand voting delegates in 

August. 

But all is not lost between the ELCA and the Episcopal Church. An 

Interim Agreement of 1982 remains in effect, and the ELCA will re­
consider the Concordat in 1999 with some possiblerevisions. 

In the long run true ecumenism is best expressed on the personal and 
local levels, and many opportunities for unity in its many forms exist 
in our local church and community. 

The Rev. Dr. Vincent O'Neill 
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the dormitory, the Bishop's Task Force is exploring ways to increase the 
Diocese's present at the University of Hawaii at Manoa. This program has been 
transferred to the Department of Nurture and Education. Regarding the AIDS 
Advisory Committee, the Department struggled to find individuals interested in 
leading this important ministry. The Department wishes to continue this 
program, and the Bishop is searching for a chairperson. As soon as the 

ministry i~ re-established, the Department will provide funding. 

The mission of Episcopal Charities was refocused by the Department this year 
to provide grants to parishes and missions in the Diocese for their outreach 

work in their communities. The Department hopes to educate more 

parishioners about the existence of Episcopal Charities and its mission.

Once again the Department met with m.embers of Finance and Real 
Estate on two different occasions . The joint meeting held on 
September was particularly valuable. We met for five hours 
to explore common issues and identify future priorities for Mission, 
After an opening Bible study, Bishop Chang asked for opening 
remarks from both Department Chairpersons. we then broke up into 
small groups and were asked to identify specific issues raised and 
NOT raised by the respective Chairpersons. Bishop Chang then shared 
with us some of the issues that he has faced in the last year and 
expects to face in the coming year. 

Areas of concern that were discussed includes the importance of 
Diocesan Council Departments' communication with each other. 
All Departments should keep informed of the strategies of each 
other.The need for continuity in Long Range planning was discussed. 
Several priorites were indentfied by the ned of themeeting. The 
visits with congragations need to be expanded. The POLICY FOR MISSIONS 
IN THE DIOCESE OF HAWAI'I. needs to be share with all levels of the 
Church so that it can be implemented and/or revised. And finallu 
we needs to educate ourselves with regards to the resources available 
to the entire Church. 

And finally, this report would not be complete if I did not thank 
the members of the Congregational Development Department. Lot 
Lau, Bob Poole, Pam McCoy, Edean Iwanaga, Imelda Padasdao, and last, 
but certainly not least, our invaluable staff liason, Lucille 
Tamura .. over the year we have built a sense of family and co­
operation that has made all the hard work a real blessing. 
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through the Communications Department. 

ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION: This is an entirely new area for the Department. In 

this day when so much hinges on the use of electronic communication, this committee was set 

up to look into the possibility of having every church in the Diocese "online" with computers 

and e-mail. A special Task Force was established and appointed by the Bishop, and as this 

report is being written, this Task Force is completing its report for the Bishop. 

The past months of 1997 could really be said to have consisted of setting the groundwork for 

the smooth and modern working of the Department in the years ahead. The Chair would like 

to thank all those who have worked so hard during the past year, and in particular, Mr. Gary 

Perry who has donated so much of his time in seeing to the welfare of the computers, not just 

in the Communications Department, but throughout the entire offices of the Diocese.

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PLANNED GIVING OFFICER REPORT 

As Planned Giving Officer for the Episcopal Church in Hawaii, I am charged to be a 
resource for the members of the church in charitable giving programs. The new tax 
legislation will have some impact on the programs you may be looking at as well as 
individual gift giving. To get started on a church wide promotion, discussion with the 
rector and vestry is essential, I would like to offer my services to answer questions either to 
a group or individually and provide written material on the various vehicles for gift planning 
and act as a counsel for anyone interested in moving ahead with a future gift. 
In my office I have a vast amount of planning material as well as computer programs which 
can do projections and "what if' situations. If a custom mail out campaign is to be used, I 
have the software programs to prepare a brochure or a narrative letter on giving, which 
would identify your special needs. 

The Charitable Gift Annuity program will be in place neJi.t month and will afford 
members of the church another vehicle to provide income for life as well as contribute to 
the church. I have sample packets of information available for those interested. The funds 
will be managed by the State Street Bank through the Episcopal Church Foundation who 
underwrites the program. One of the benefits of this program is there is no attorney 
involved as it is a simple transfer of funds using the annuity tables to determine the payout 
and the tax deduction. 

I am encouraged by the phone calls asking for information on planned giving and 
as I reported to the Bishop, I am getting busier every week. In addition to the Planned 
Giving projects I am involved in stewardship training and have been pleased by the 
congregations' interest and enthusiasm Vlnere we have conducted the training. I hope more 
churches will call on the Stewardship Education Committee for help in stewardship. Of 
the several churches who have asked for assistance, an increase in pledging and pledge 
amounts have been seen. As with anything education .goes a long way. 

I have collected some information on some retirement communities here and on 
the mainland . I also have information on the various Medicare supplemental plans, which 
may be of help to.you or your congregations.

Daphne is also our historian, as the need 

for information on DAG's past has recently come about. 
We have completed: 1. A white brocade preaching stole with Hawaiian emblem for All Saints Church in Kauai. 

2. Three sets of preaching stoles with the four church seasonal colors toward the ordination of the Reverend Dan 

· Leathennan, the Rev. Hollis Wright, and the Rev. Elizabeth Butler. 3, A pair of white rawsilk book-markers for Christ 

Church in Kona. 4. Six reversible stoles for the military; this is in response for help in this continuing and ongoing need 

for the chaplains in the armed forces. 5. Mary Miller reverently worked on a large antique banner cut from a chasuble worn 

by Bishop Pusey in 1850. The designs were in gold tlueads that needed to be re-stitched and glued in place. This banner 

was displayed at for the anniversary celebration of St. Andrew's Priory. 6, Replenished our stock of altar linens and other 

items. 
We assisted: a. The Hawaii Council of Churches with their brochures in labeling, folding and sorting into zip 

codes ready for bulk mailing. b. The Cathedral Pastoral Committee by weaving Ti-leaf leis for their special service for 

elder members at the last Sunday in April. c. Jenny Wallace, from the Christian Education summer program at St. 

Andrew, in cutting a large amount of printed fabric squares for their quilt project By reaching out and helping others, as 

well as doing the traditional work of DAG, we are spreading God's Love to all. 

On October 4, we "°ill again participate in the Laity Ministry Workshop to share our knowledge and ideas­

working with altar linens. cutting, hemming, mitering, washing & ironing, and embroidery- so that others can do the 

same in their own churches. We will be present to also discuss ideas, resources, helpful hints, construction and restoration 

of church vestments. 
It is surprising that many.did not know that DAG is under the jurisdiction of the Bishop and has representation on 

the Board of ECW. Funds to support DAG come not only from gifts, but also (in the last four years) from offerings on All 

Saints Day services held at the Cathedral. During the convention in October, we will try to do a bit of fund raising. We 

will be selling cross bookmarkers, and a small cook book. The cook book contains recipes that have been individually 

tested by the DAG, revised. and approved! 
The older members of the DAG are now past 80 years in age, and we still have difficulties in the recruitment of 

younger homemakers and retirees. Rose Chee, who is 91 years young, still cheerfully attends every DAG meeting, only 

missing the days on which she has a scheduled doctor's appointment. 
Twelve individuals of the Diocesan Altar Guild have been members for the past 20 years. Although there may 

exist striking differences between any two individuals in the group, there is one apparent quality that they all share: they all 

have tremendous enthusiasm for the ministry of the altar gnild. Interestingly, the word "enthusiasm·· is derived from the 

Greek words "en theos•·. which translates to mean "with God". Which is exactly the point- their enthusiasm reflects deep 

commitment and dedication serving God in the altar guild. He sustains us ,vith His awesome po,,·er. a power giving us the 

privilege to work and touch holy things ,vith love and joy- altar guild members are saints of God. ··The world is bright 

with the joyous saints who love to do Jesus' will. You can meet them in school, in lanes. or at sea: in church. in trains, in 

shops, or at tea for the saints of God are just folk like me, and I mean to be one too."
